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Symbols and Their Use in Energy Work (an excerpt)
by Maggie & Nigel Percy

Symbols can have an inherent vibrational
frequency. When that is the case, they can
have an effect on the environment. In some
cases, that effect depends on who is
observing the symbol and what their emotional
state and background is.

How do symbols work? Think of them as
visual tuning forks that put out a resonant
energy with a certain frequency or goal in
mind. They resonate with that frequency,
causing their environment to resonate with it.

Symbols are very powerful tools for
transformation. But how does one
Aimake upod a symbol
that question often. Since we have
been doing this work for quite a few
years, we have a lot of practice using
symbols. But it was not always quick
and easy to come up with effective
symbols.

| can remember when | first started

using symbols. | would have to be in a quiet
place. | would ask to see the symbol that
would have the desired effect. | would try and
draw it. Then | dowsed how complete it was. |
would keep asking if | needed to add or
subtract elements to it. Then dowse or use my
intuition to find out what to add or subtract.
Then dowse again. | kept that up until |
dowsed the symbol was complete, or a 10 on
a scale of 10 for effectiveness.

The process took me some minutes and could
be quite tedious at times. But as time went by,
| got faster and faster, and now | can draw a
symbol and it usually checks as complete on
the first or second try. Some people might be
able to start using symbols right away and find
it easy to intuit them, but for me, it took time.

Dowsing is a very important tool for helping
you use symbols. Not only can you check the

effectiveness of the symbol you draw, you can
use dowsing to determine where to put it or

how to apply it. 1f vy

(Once you learn to dowse, you can have fun
dowsing the energy associated with various
symbols!)

How do you apply symbols? You can draw
them on a piece of paper and carry them in
your shoe or pocket. We even occasionally
draw symbols on ourselves with eye
liner pencil. It can be out of sight on
the body, and it lasts and can be
dilavendver again after your next
shower.

A powerful symbol
can continue to do its job for years, but that is
not always the case.

Symbols work on animals as well as on
humans and locations. We have found it useful
to draw a symbol on a piece of paper and tape
it to a dog or cat 6s
work. Usually the paper will fall off when the
job is done.

Of course, one benefit of using symbols is that
they are free! It does take a level of belief to
accept that symbols can make dramatic
