The Secretary shall take minutes at all 
Board meetings and present them to the Board in a timely 
fashion.  The Secretary shall correspond with the 
speakers, and workshop/special events facilitators, 
thanking them for their presentations.  The Secretary 
shall be responsible for all other correspondence as 
directed by the Board. 

      D.  Treasurer.  The Treasurer shall receive all monies 
from the monthly presentation, workshop and special 
events, and record and deposit them to an account in a 
bank authorized by the Board of Directors.  The 
Treasurer shall maintain records and submit reports to 
the Board during regular Board meetings, or upon 
request from the President.  The Treasurer shall pay all 
bills as authorized by the Board of Directors.  The 
Treasurer shall prepare the books for audit after the May 
bank statement is available.
